Scope and Contents

of the area. Files include biographical accounts and records dealing with the lives
of artists, and in some cases photographic or other reproductions of their works,
as well as, in some cases, critical commentary. Coverage of individual artists
ranges from the voluminous to the scanty. Files are arranged alphabetically by
artist’s name or by subject.
